4- I will avoid Class disruptions, like: talking loudly, calling out, walking about 
    the room (even to sharpen my pencil), clowning, tossing objects, and so forth. 
5- I will give every task my best effort & avoid goofing off (evading work or 
    responsibility), fooling around, not doing the assigned tasks, day dreaming, etc. 
6- I will work quietly and independently at my desk until I have completed my 
    work. 
7- I will do my own work during tests & my own homework assignments. 
8- I will cooperate and get along with others. 
9- I will not eat or chew in class. 
10- I will do my best not to break any of these rules.
