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 Step 1.

Use the compass cutter to cut circles out to the size you desire. The number of circles that make up your ball is up to you, but as a rough guide, I recommend working towards 7 -10 circles per ball. Some compass cutters come with a little round base that anchors the compass pin on the paper without piercing it – but for this project we actually need the pin hole, so if you have one, set the base aside. 
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 Step 2.

With the steel ruler and scalpel, score a line down the centre of each circle – aligning the ruler with the pin hole will ensure this is centred. Fold the circles along the scored line
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Step 3.

Attach double sided tape near the fold, on the outside of each folded circle. Stick the folded circles together, aligning folds and circle edges. Once you’ve stuck them all together, you’ll find they naturally spring into a ball form.
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Step 4.

The Madeira thread now needs to be strung from the spine of the ball so it will hang well. You can do this anyway you like. The suggestion pictured here involves a piece of heavier card in this 'button' shape, as an anchor for the thread. Of course, you could even use actual buttons! Once you’ve decided how you’ll anchor the thread in the spine of the ball, use double sided tape to close it off, so it surrounds the thread permanently.
